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DPR Expenditures on Antifouling Paint Related Activities (FY 2006-2007): 
 
DPR’s Environmental Monitoring Branch spent approximately $173,425 on antifouling paint (AFP) related activities in fiscal 
year 2006-2007.  This spending can be categorized into three activity areas: 
 


• The first is the multi-regional AFP monitoring study, which received co-funding from the State Water Resources 
Control Board (SWRCB).  The spending estimates presented in this summary represent DPR’s Surface Water 
Protection Program expenditures (mostly salary and benefits) on this study.   


• The second area of spending is associated with EM Branch’s participation in the Marina and Recreational Boating 
Workgroup (MRBW) and EM Branch’s support of the Copper Antifouling Paint Sub-Workgroup (CSG).  Both of 
these workgroups were established under the SWRCB Non-Point Source Inter-Agency Coordinating Committee.   


• The third area of spending is associated with two EM Branch contracts.  One contract was with the Southern 
California Coastal Water Research Project (SCCWRP) for toxicity analysis.  The other contract was with the 
University of California Sea Grant Project (UC Sea Grant) for the evaluation of less-toxic AFP alternatives.  An 
AFP-related contract was established with the University of California for chemistry analysis; however, funding for 
this contract was provided entirely by SWRCB.

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List of  Caveats 
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When interpreting the information included in this report it is important to note several caveats of the dataset: 
 
• These values represent estimates and have an indeterminate margin of error. 
 
• Definitions were not provided for the Expenditure by Activity categories. 
 
• Several programs created additional categories, which are noted by the program name in parenthesis following the category title. 
 
• While basic definitions were provided to aid completion, how and where expenditures were allocated was highly subjective and varied con-
siderably across programs. 
 
• While extensive, this dataset does not include all ocean and coastal-related expenditures due to the absence of some state programs that may 
represent relevant expenditures. 
 
• The diverse function, jurisdiction, and accounting practices of state programs resulted in varying levels of data detail and accuracy 
 
• Because this approach of evaluating ocean and coastal expenditures departs from traditional state accounting practices and in many cases 
program designates were unable to fully complete the requested information based on historical records. 
 
• Programs often submitted caveats, comments, and exceptions with the requested data, which are summarized at the bottom of each expendi-
ture sheets in the Comment section. 
 
• Two programs submitted partial information that was inconsistent with the data collection effort. These are not included in the TOTALS 
tab summary values. The information provided by these programs is located in the Appendices. 
 
• The vast majority of values represent only expenditures in a given year, however, in some cases only annual appropriations were available 
(i.e. CDFG: Capital Outlay). 
 
• NOEP defined Administration as those personnel and investments that are relevant to all programs within an agency rather than a specific 
program; because of this, the Expenditure by Activity and Geographical Area sections of the survey are not applicable to the Administration 
columns.

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The California Ocean and Coastal Investment Study is the 
first study of its kind.  No other state has attempted to inven-
tory state expenditures on coasts and coastal oceans.  Not 
only does this work compile those values, but it does so in a 
way that can be replicated in other states to allow compari-
sons of total expenditures, percentages of the value that 
coasts and oceans bring to the state economy, expenditures 
as a percentage of state budgets, the sources of those funds, 
and how they are spent.   


Every coastal state designates different programs to carry 
out similar missions to protect and promote their coastal and 
ocean assets.  Therefore, it is not enough to determine what 
each program spends on these assets if one wants to com-
pare one state to another, but it is essential to know approxi-
mately on what type of activity the funds were spent and for 
which assets, (e.g. watersheds, beaches, etc) the funds were 
targeted.  With a universal template that avoids the different 
allocation of responsibilities within and between state gov-
ernments, these data can inform state planners and managers 
how well they are doing. These data can reflect expenditures 
and functions that promote and preserve those assets, and 
determine the effectiveness of those investments.

The study team encountered different accounting cultures 
among the California state programs, and helped program 
designates to overcome the challenges involved in collecting 
data in a way many agencies had never thought about their 
budgets.

even, and in some places non-uniform in interpretation by 
individual programs, something that future efforts, if they 
continue, should try to coordinate.  Since this was a first 
time effort for all 30 programs surveyed, we felt that the end 
product produced a relatively accurate picture of Califor-
nia’s expenditures for the last two years for which data were 
available during the study period.  Some programs were not 
able to respond to all of the questions, or reinterpreted some 
of the questions to better fit their missions (those are in-
cluded with their program name), and some were able to 
thoroughly fill out the survey.  Still others submitted their 
own version of what could be told. These are found in the 
appendix. Detailed instructions were sent out with each sur-
vey that indicated each program could/should annotate an-
swers it thought did not entirely tell the story.

Introduction  
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Purpose of Study 
The National Ocean Economics Program (NOEP), in coop-
eration with the California Coastal Conservancy and the 
Ocean Protection Council (OPC), completed this study to 
provide an inventory of state expenditures for the coast and 
ocean for fiscal years 2005-06 (FY 2006) and 2006-07  
(FY 2007).  The purpose of the study is to understand 
where current public investments are being made and 
whether further investments need to occur to be consistent 
with the OPC Strategic Plan as well as those of various 
state programs. 


 


About the Data 
While the NOEP team made every attempt to include the 
full breadth and depth of ocean and coastal-related pro-
grams and expenditures, the diversity of functions, jurisdic-
tions, and internal accounting practices presented signifi-
cant challenges to the formation of a standardized dataset. 
When interpreting the information included in this report it 
is important to note the limitations and caveats of the data-
set. For a complete list of caveats, definitions, and meth-
odologies please refer to the Appendices that accom-
pany this document.  


The fiscal and employment figures in this report are based 
on the State’s fiscal year calendar. The 2005-2006 fiscal 
year, herein noted as FY 2006, spans from July 1, 2005 to 
June 30, 2006. The 2006-2007 fiscal year, herein noted as 
FY 2007, spans from July 1, 2006 to June 30, 2007. 


The terms expenditures and investments are used inter-
changeably throughout this report. These terms are used to 
describe those monies actually spent in the respective fiscal 
year - not those funds appropriated, unless otherwise noted. 


Values labeled as cumulative sum the FY 2006 and FY 
2007 expenditures. This sum value is included throughout 
the report to provide a more comprehensive view of sus-
tained coastal and ocean expenditures. For consistency pur-
poses, the majority of data tables and charts in this report 
are organized according to this cumulative value.  


Local city and county governments were not directly sur-
veyed in this study. The data do capture local expenditures 
of State money.  The total values, thus represent lower 
bound estimates as local governments and organizations do 
invest additional expenditures.  


Overview of Process/Methods 
The NOEP worked with California fiscal experts to deter-
mine the most accurate and expedient way to investigate 
how the State and its programs have invested in coastal and 
ocean resources. This process began with extensive re-
search into the Governor’s budget, those programs related 
to coastal and ocean areas, and the State budget process. It 
was determined that no currently available documents 
(including the Governor’s budget) could provide the neces-
sary information to complete the assessment. 


In order to gain access to this information the NOEP 
generated an economic survey in spreadsheet format 
to be completed by the appropriate personnel for each 
program. This survey was beta-tested on two “pilot-







study” programs. The original survey questionnaire was 
revised based on the feedback from the two cooperating 
programs’ data and personal communications. 


Upon completion of the revisions and in cooperation 
with the administrators of the OPC, a survey question-
naire was given to each of the 30 potential coastal and 
ocean-related programs along with instructions for 
completion. Twenty-six of these programs responded 
with some form of data. Seventeen of the programs 
were able to provide data compatible with the survey 
design and are included in this report. Two of the pro-
grams did provide some information, but the dataset 
was either too incomplete or incompatible for further 
data analysis. Seven of the organizations responded that 
during the two-year period they had no coastal or 
ocean-related expenditures. 


Participating programs returned data in a variety of for-
mats and with differing levels of detail. Once received, 
surveys were reviewed by NOEP data analysts for com-
pleteness and accuracy. If necessary, values were re-
categorized or altered according to program instruction. 
Once this process was completed, a finalized copy of 
the survey was sent to each program with a request for 
approval.

Funding Sources  
Total funding for coastal and ocean investment increased 
20.1% from FY 2006 to FY 2007. An increase of $120.1M, 
California State funding sources demonstrated strong 
growth, despite a 52.9% decrease in federally supplied 
funding. While these increases are important and comfort-
ing for those wanting to protect California’s coasts, the fig-
ures can be deceptive because a large proportion of these 
funds are from Bonds, which have a large degree of uncer-
tainty associated with them.   
 
Coastal and ocean investments depend heavily on State 
Bonds as a source of funding. State Bonds provided the 
largest portion of funding, over 50.8% in FY 2006 and 
52.3% in FY 2007. State Bond funding increased 23.6% 
($66.8M), from a value of $283.0M in FY 2006 to $349.8M 
in FY 2007.  Figure 1 highlights the importance of bond 
funding by displaying total coastal and ocean funding with 
and without the infusion of State Bonds. Bond funds repre-
sent a temporary influx of money paid over several years, a 
supplement to the more stable state allocations such as the 
General Fund5 or Special Funds, Fees, and Permits 6.  


 
Special Funds, Fees, and Permits contributed the second 
largest portion, with relative contributions of 25.7% in FY 
2006 and 30.3% in FY 2007. Special Funds, Fees, and Per-
mits exhibited the largest percentage growth of the funding 
categories; a 41.8% change, increasing from $143.0M in FY 
2006 to $203.0M in FY 2007 (table 3 & figure 2).

State General Fund support for coastal and ocean spending, 
responsible for approximately 11% of funding during the 
period, grew from $57.2M (FY 2006) to $77.3M (FY 2007) 
– an increase of 35.0% or $20.1M.  


Federal funding is a smaller source of funding and decreased 
52.9%, or $36.0M, over the period from FY 2006 to FY 
2007. In FY 2006 Federal funds contributed 12.2% 
($68.0M) of expenditures for coastal and ocean investments.  
In FY 2007, this percentage declined to 4.8% contributing 
$32.0M.

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California Government employees associated with the 
coast and ocean accounted for approximately 1.8% of the 
state’s workforce7. The number of coast and ocean-related 
employees grew by 124 positions, from 3,882 (FY 2006) to 
4,006 (FY 2007). This increase of 3.2% was less than the 
4.0% growth in total California Government employees 
during the same time period.8 
 
Maintenance was the largest employment category, repre-
senting over 60% of employees during both the FY 2006 
and FY 2007 periods. Maintenance employees accounted 


for 2,737 positions in FY 2006 growing to 2,547 in FY 
2007. The Maintenance employment category is composed 
almost solely of Caltrans personnel, with the program com-
prising 99.9% of Maintenance personnel. During the period 
from FY 2006 to FY 2007, Caltrans added 174 employees, 
an increase of 7.3% to the Maintenance category. This ad-
dition served to offset decreases in other categories and re-
sulted in a positive net change for ocean and coastal em-
ployment.

Operations was used by many pro-
grams as a general category, in which to place all employ-
ees or those not otherwise classified. 
 
Observations and Monitoring was the fourth largest cate-
gory, increasing from 187 employees in FY 2006 to 216 
employees in FY 2007; a growth of 30 employees over the 
period. Observations and Monitoring employees account 
for roughly 5% of coastal and ocean employment during 
the FY’s 2006 and 2007.  If combined with the SWRCB’s 
Water Quality personnel category, Observation and Moni-
toring/Water Quality would account for 15.5% (FY 2006) 


and 17.0% (FY 2007) with a decrease of 39 employees 
over the period.  
 
Coastal and Ocean-related Enforcement accounted for 5% 
of the employees or 194 positions. The number of Enforce-
ment employees did not change from FY 2006 to FY 2007 
while the number of State employees increased overall. 
The following programs recorded personnel associated 
with Enforcement: 
• California Department of Fish and Game – 118  
• California Department of Parks and Recreation – 50 
• State Water Resources Control Board – 11 
• State Lands Commission – 9 
• Bay Area Conservation & Development Commission – 3 
• California Department of Conservation – 3 
 
Discussion with state officials indicates that Enforcement 
is a historically under-funded area of state programs.9

California coastal and ocean investment increased by 
17.8%, or $125.8M, from FY 2006 to FY 2007.  


Project Management and Grants accounted for the greatest 
portion of investments with 49.1% and 53.5% in FY 2006 
and FY 2007, respectively. Project Management and 
Grants increased by $98.7M, growing 28.4% over the pe-


riod. Despite the dominance of Project Management and 
Grants in the Expenditure by Category section, very few 
employees were associated with the category.10  


Maintenance activities accounted for $177.1M of the FY 
2006 and $179.6M of the FY 2007 coastal and ocean in-
vestments. Maintenance expenditures remained stable, in-

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creasing by 1.4% or $2.5M over the period. The category 
constituted 25.0% and 21.6% of total investment for the FY 
2006 and FY 2007 years, respectively. As in the Employ-
ment section, Caltrans accounts for all but a fraction of the 
Maintenance category, composing over 99.9% of Mainte-
nance investments.  


Observations and Monitoring functions accounted for 
$32.5M of investment in FY 2006 increasing 41.2%, or 
$13.4M, to a value of $45.9M in FY 2007. The percentage 
of coastal and ocean investment represented by the Observa-
tions and Monitoring category increased from 4.6% to 5.5% 
during the FY 2006 and FY 2007 periods.  


Investment in Enforcement-related activities totaled $28.3M 
in FY 2006 and $30.2M in FY 2007; an increase of 6.8%, 
or $2.9M over the period. The category accounts for 3.6% 
of coastal and ocean investment activities in FY 2006 and 
4.0% in FY 2007.   


Research11 accounted for $17.2M in FY 2006 and $18.5M 
in FY 2007, a change of $1.4M or 8% over the period. Re-
search investments composed 2.4% of ocean and coastal 
investment in FY 2006 and 2.2% in FY 2007.   


The OPC Five-Year Strategic Plan12 includes a section ti-
tled “Research and Monitoring”. The investments associ-
ated with the OPC’s established objectives, would represent 
a combination of the Observations and Monitoring and the 


Research categories. Combined, the categories total $49.6M 
in FY 2006, increasing by 30.0% ($14.8M) to a value of 
$64.4M in FY 2007.

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Preserving or Restoring Ocean and Coastal Resources*  
accounted for greater than 89% of expenditures in the FY 
2006 and FY 2007 periods. With an increase of 5.9% from 
FY 2006 to FY 2007, the category grew by $72.8M.  
 
Promoting Ocean-Related Economic Development ac-
counted for approximately 10% of expenditure during the 
FY 2006 and FY 2007 periods. With a value of $63.9M in 
FY 2006, the category increased by 7.0%, a value of 
$9.7M from FY 2006 to FY 2007.  
 
Education accounted for approximately 1% during the FY 
2006 and FY 2007 periods. Education decreased 2.7% per-
cent, shrinking from $7.2M in FY 2006 to $6.8M in FY 
2007.

Water Quality, the largest subcategory in the Preserving or 
Restoring subsection, was also the largest overall in the Ex-
penditure by Activity section as a whole (table 11). Water 
Quality investments accounted for $232.4M in FY 2006, 
increasing by 2.4% ($5.7M) to $238.1M in FY 2007. Eight 
programs reported investment in the Water Quality sub-
category, however only two programs comprise 99.5% of 
the total: 
− Caltrans Water Quality investments accounted for 


72.0% of the subcategory total in FY 2006 and 69.8% 
in FY 2007.  


− The SWRCB is the second program, contributing 
27.6% in FY 2006 and 29.5% in FY 2007. 


 
The subcategory Grants was added by the SWRCB. 
SWRCB’s Grants accounted for $115.2M in FY 2006 and 
$180.5M in FY 2007. The change from FY 2006 to FY 
2007 represents an increase of $65.3M, or 56.7%.  
 
Habitat and Living Resources activities totaled $145.1M in 
FY 2006 and 142.3M in FY 2007, a decrease of 1.9% or 
$2.8M over the period. Eight programs recorded values in 
this subcategory; the Wildlife Conservation Board was the 


major contributor, accounting for 73.2% of the total in FY 
2006 and 65.2% in FY 2007.  
  


Ecosystem management was categorized into three basic 
categories: Estuarine Management, Ocean Management, 
and general Watershed14 Management. Combined these 
three sub-categories account for roughly 14% of expendi-

tures, contributing $47.5M in FY 2006 and $52.9M in FY 
2007; an increase of 11.4% or $5.4M over the period. Wa-
tershed Management was the largest of these sub-categories, 
accounting for 68.5% of the group expenditures in FY 2006 
and 54.1% in FY 2007.   
 
The Research and Outreach sub-category was added to the 
original categories by the Sea Grant Extension Program (Sea 
Grant). Sea Grant invested $10M in each of the FY 2006 and 
FY 2007 periods, accounting for 1.4% of coastal and ocean 
expenditures.  
 
Shoreline Erosion-related investments accounted for $7.9M 
in FY 2006 and $9.4M in FY 2007; an increase of 18.2% 
($1.5M) over the period. While four programs had some 
shoreline erosion-related expenditures, Caltrans accounted 
for 97% of the investment in both FY 2006 and FY 2007.  
 


Promoting Ocean-related Economic     
Development - Investment intended to enhance, 
protect, or promote economic activities that are at least 
partially dependent on the ocean or coast 
 


Ocean-based Recreational, Commercial, or Tourism Con-
struction totaled $33.4M in FY 2006, increasing 3.2% to 
reach $34.5 in FY 2007 (table 11). The sub-category is the 
largest in the Promoting Ocean-related Economic Develop-
ment subsection and accounts for 5% of the larger Expendi-
ture by Activity section, ranking fourth highest overall. 


Capital Outlay investments by the Department of Boating 
and Waterways makeup 99.0% of the sub-category. 
 
Coastal Access investment increased 59.9% from $9.1M in 
FY 2006 to $14.6M in FY 2007. Of the seven programs con-
tributing to Coastal Access, the State Coastal Conservancy 
and Department of Parks and Recreation provided the largest

portion of sub-category expenditures. Combined these two 
programs contributed 88.4% of the investment in FY 2006 
and 83.6% in FY 2007.  
 
Ports and Harbors investment accounted for approximately 
1.1% of investments in FY 2006 and FY 2007. Port and Har-
bor investments increased 3.2%, from $7.8M in FY 2006 to 
$8.0M in FY 2007. For both years the State Lands Commis-
sion contributed 96% of the total investment.  
  
Coastal Tourism Promotion experienced the largest percent-
age increase of the Expenditure by Activity section, increas-
ing 75.6% ($1.4M), from a value of $1.8M in FY 2006 to 
$3.2M in FY 2007. The Department of Fish and Game was 
the largest annual contributor to Coastal Tourism Promotion, 
however the growth in funds across the period is due primar-
ily to influx of State Coastal Conservancy capital. 
 
Education - Investment intended to develop, en-
hance, or promote awareness of ocean or coastal eco-
systems or the activities which are dependent on them 
at all levels, including public education  
 


The Education subsection  represents approximately 1% of 
coastal and ocean-related investments15. Five categories 
make up this subsection, with the largest being a general 


Education category.  Nine programs contribute to the Educa-
tion section, the largest being the California Coastal Com-
mission, CDFG, and Sea Grant; each investing over $1M an-
nually.

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Overview 
General Watershed investment increased by 4.2% ($10.6M) 
across the period, increasing from $251.5M in FY 2006 to 
$262.1M in FY 2007. This category represented the largest 
portion annual expenditures, accounting for 38.3% and 
34.0% in the FY 2006 and FY 2007 years, respectively.  
 
The Coastal Rivers, Steams, Estuaries, and Delta category 
experienced growth of 7.3% during the period. The category 
increased from $148.4M in FY 2006 to $224.7M in FY 
2007, a change of $15.5M.  
 
Beach and Coast expenditures increased at the highest rate 
of all categories with an increase of 51.4% across the period. 
Beach and Coast expenditures, a value of $148.4M in FY 


2006, increased $76.3M to $224.7M in the FY 2007. 
 
Ocean Only habitats receives the least  amount of invest-
ment, however experienced large increases during the pe-
riod. The category increased 45.2% ($20.5M) from $45.4M 
in FY 2006 to a value of $65.9M in FY 2007. Ocean Only 
expenditures account for approximately 8% of total expendi-
tures.

Overview 
Table 15 compares the distribution of resources22 among the 
Program, Capital Outlay, and Administration categories.  
The distribution of expenditures differs among each of the 
sections (e.g. Funding, Employment by Category, etc). For 
example, in FY 2006 the total from the Expenditure by 
Function section reports 53.7% of expenditures were allo-
cated to Program-related expenditures, 45.8% were allocated 
to Capital Outlay, and 0.5% went toward Administration-
related expenditures.  


The percentage of expenditures devoted to Program and 
Capital Outlay categories are almost equal for all but the 
Funding and Employment by Function categories (table 15). 


The largest difference is in the number of personnel devoted 
to Program, Capital Outlay, and Administrative categories of 
the Employment by Function section. Approximately 96% 
of personnel are dedicated to Program-specific functions, 
just over 1% are related to Capital Outlay functions, and 
2.2% to general Administrative duties.

Section Program Capital Outlay Administration


The percentages associated with the Funding section suggest 
that the majority of funding was provided for the Capital 
Outlay category. Capital Outlay received approximately 
65% of the funding across the period, while Programs re-
ceived approximately 34% of funding.   


Administration associated expenditures ranged from less 
than 1% to just over 2% for the relevant categories. 


In FY 2006, Program-related expenditures were slightly 
greater than Capital Outlay expenditures for each of the re-
maining sections. In FY 2007, the margin of difference be-
tween Program and Capital Outlay expenditures decreased, 
with two of these sections reporting higher Capital Outlay 
than Program expenditures.
